





Summary of High School Accountability Assessments and High School Graduation Requirements

The statewide assessment program will be changing over the next several years to phase in new assessments aligned to Florida’s new
expectations for student learning, known as the Next Generation Sunshine State Standards. These new assessments will be named FCAT 2.0
and Florida End-of-Course (EOC) Assessments. FCAT 2.0 will measure student achievement in reading (grades 3-10), mathematics (grades 3-
8), and science (grades 5, 8), and the design of the assessments will be similar to the current FCAT. The Florida EOC Assessments will be
very different from the FCAT—students will participate in these assessments on the computer at the conclusion of specific high school
courses. The following information is provided to summarize the implementation schedule and how these requirements will likely impact
students and school accountability calculations.

¢ The current FCAT passing score for graduation is 300 for Reading and Mathematics. This score is
in Achievement Level 2 (minimum achievement level 3 scores: Reading: 327; Mathematics: 315).

s The new assessments used for graduation will have passing scores set at the minimum score in
Achievement Level 3 (proficient).

e 2009-10 entering 9" graders were notified in September 2009 that they must achieve the following
for graduation:

o Reading: A score equivalent to 300 on Grade 10 FCAT 2.0 Reading
o Mathematics: 300 on FCAT Mathematics Grade 10/Retake Test

e 2010-11 entering 9" graders must be notified in September 2010 of graduation requirements.

o Reading: score proficient on Grade 10 FCAT 2.0 Reading
o Mathematics: Algebra | EOC as 30% of course grade _
e Students in grade 9 who completed Algebra | in middle school must participate in this
assessment in May 2011 only. This is required for AYP.
